With a program intentionally designed to allow participants to tailor their own experience, four 
core themes (Media, Business, AI and New Work) were explored throughout the day. 
Keynotes, workshops, panels, roundtables, and live sessions provided space for honest 
dialogue, constructive criticism, and genuine shifts in perspective. 
What made the summit especially distinctive was the candidness with which people were 
able to share their failures, doubts and lessons that only life can teach. Creating an 
environment fostering trust and dialogue, the vision of founder Evelyn Gorgos was able to

Speaker Highlights –Spanning Financial Strategies to Body Intelligence 
 
Prof. Dr. Felicitas Morhart (HEC Lausanne) opened the day with a keynote address on 
luxury in a hyper-personalized world. ‘Relevance is not created through price, but through 
meaning, authenticity, and emotional connection.’ 
 
Joe Holles de Peyer (Co-Founder & CEO, SONMO) advocated a regenerative approach in 
the luxury industry. ‘We are not the problem. We are the solution: luxury must give back.’ 
 
Sébastien Félix (Founder & CEO, Influence Society) analysed the creative disruption 
brought about by AI and explored the role of attitude and mindset in a world of constant 
change.

Thera Richardt from BLEIB BERG F.X. Mayr Retreat prompted reflection: ‘Most diseases 
come from being overwhelmed. We need more time to eat. To recover. To breathe.’ 
 
Claudio Del Principe, columnist and bestselling author, offered a pasta workshop as a 
team-building experience, providing a conscious counterpoint to the digital acceleration and 
celebrating craftsmanship, enjoyment, and human connection.
